Advice Corner #2 
Over time a lawn can become compacted, especially in and around gateways and areas of 
heavy use.  Using a garden fork or a special spiking tool relieves compaction and helps 

surface water to drain away. It also allows more air to reach the roots of the grass which aids 
healthy growth. Make sure the holes quite deep - the deeper the better. On heavy soils a 

sandy top dressing should be brushed into the holes.
